Ideally, UCR dals will eventually merge wilh that of the other major components of the crirninal justice systemn {j.e.,
prosecutors, courts, corrections) 1o form an inlegrated system for the exchange of vilal management information. The
availability of such data will snhance law enforcement's proactive response to crime and justice in Nevada. The Nevads
Highway Fatrol has administered the UCR Program as a stalewide, siandardized method of collecting statistics on
crime as it s reported to law enforcement. The UCR Section alse produces a reliable set of criminal statistics for use in
law enforcement administratlon, operation and management. Additionally, Nevada's siatistics are forwarded manthiy to
the Federal Bureau of Investigation for inclusion in its annual report, "Crime in ihe United States *

QOver the years, we hope UCR data will be used as a lkeading social indicetor. With this annual report, Nevada's citizens
canlook to UCR as the primary information source on the nature and extent of crime in Nevada. Criminciogists, sociolo-
gists, leglslators, stale and local planners, the media and academicians can use the statlstics for wide and varied
research, planning and other applicallons.

NATIONAL UCR REPORTING SYSTEM

Curing the 1520's, the mambers of the International Association of Chiefs of Police {JACP) formed the Committes on
Uniform Crime Reporting with the intent to develop a standardized syslem of police statistics. After much study of state
criminal cedes nationwide and the methods of bookkeeping, the commiltes completed a renort plan which ideniified
seven basic offense definitions and data requirements.

In January of 1830, 400 cities representing 20 million inhabitants in 43 states began participating in the UCR Program.
tn that same year, Congress authorized the Attormey General of the United States to gaiher crime information. He, in
turn, designaied the FBI to serve as the national clearinghouse for the collection of crime slatistics. Since thal time the
FBI has continued to serve as the coordinatar for the UCR Program. It has since grown to a system representing over

16,000 municipal, county and state law enforcement agencies voluntarily reporting data on crimes brought to their
attention.

The National Sheriff's Association established a Commitize on UCR in June of 1268, it sarves jointly wilh the IACP UCR
Committee in an advisory capacity to encourage sheriffs throughaul the country to participate in UCR,

In 1878, a congressional mandate made Arson the eighth Part | Index offense in the UCR program.

For over &2 years, the UCR program remained virtually unchanged in terms of the number of elerments and types of dats
collected and disserminated. By the 1980% it had become obvious the nature of medern day law enforcement had
cutstripped the capabililies of the UCR systerm, which was in need of a4 thorough evajuation.



NATIONAL UCR REPORTING SYSTEM

Commencing i 1982, the FB| and the Bureau of Justice Statistics (B.S) began a jalnt venture to formulate a phased-in
redesign effart intenl upon meeting the needs of law enforcement into the 21st cenlury. Utilizing the services of Abl
Associates of Cambridge, Massachusetls, ihe joint steering committee produced a drafl report entitled, “Blueprint for
the Future of the Uniform Crime Reporting Program.”

Based on the recommendations of their 1985 report, the FBI and BJS proceeded to implement significant revisions 10
1he UCR Sysiem which ihchuded:

--The addition of significant new offenses

--Improved quality control

--Increased Information on victims, offenders and arrestees
--Expanded user services

The major revision was 1he change from summary-based to incident-based reporting (IBR). Under tBR, information on
each offense, offender, victim, and arrestee is linked by a common incident number.

Based on the success of a piot project in South Caralina, the FBI released the final data elements and offense specifi-
cations in July, 1988, Since that time, a few state programs have commenced staged-implementation of the enhanced
pragram, now known as the National Incident Based Reporting System (NIBRS),

Due io the increased repoiting requirarnants of the new program, the FBL is encouraging a phased-in transition wheane
iaw enforcemnent agencies will be able 10 adopt the new program as they acquire dala processing capabilities. It is
anticipated that many states will be operating a dual collection program, with some departmems reporting under sum-
mary-based guidelines while others with automated records systens will make a quick transilion,

In concert with naticnal initiatives, Nevada began its UCR program to met local agency submission capabilities and
i5 moving toward the more complete and complex NIBRS Program only as local agencies can accommodate the
changes.

CRIME FACTORS

Statistics gathered under the Uniform Crime Reporting Program are submitted by the law enforcement agencies of
Mevada and represent 4 spectrum of crime on stalewide, county and municipal levels. Awareness of the presence of
unique variables is necessary if fair and equitable conclusions are to be drawn. These crime-influencing factors are
present, o some degree, in every community and their presence affects, in varying degrees, the crime developmenis of
the community. Comparison of crimé figures bstween communities should not be made withoul first considering indi-
vidusl factors present in each community. Crime, as an outgrowlh of society, remains a social problem of grave concem
and the police are limited in their rols as to its detection and suppression. As staied by the President's Commission on
Law Enforcerneni and Administration of Criminal Juslice in their report, “The Challenge of Crime in a Free Sociely,”
{1967-Page 92

“But the fact that the police deal daily with crime does not mean thaf
they have uriirmited power fo prevent if, or reduce it or defer i The
police oid not creale and cannet reschve the social conditfons that
stimulate crime. They did not start and cannot stop the convulsive
social changes thaf are taking place in Armerica,”

“They do not enact the [aws Maf they are requived to enforce, nor do
they dispose of the criminals they amrest. The police are onfy one parf
of the criminal justice systerm, the goverriment is only one part of
society. insefar as orime is a social phenomenon, crime pravention is
the responsibiify of evary part of society, The oriminal process is
fimited to case by case oparalians, one criminal or one critne at a
tirne.”



CHIME FACIURS

Set forth in the following are some of the condftions which wifl, by type and volume, affect crime that ccours from place
to place:

—Size and densily of community population and the degree of urbanization in the surrounding area
—Compositions of popuiation with parficular referenca to youth concersration
--Economic status of population, median income and Jjob availabifity
--Relative stability of pepulation, including commiters, saasonal, and other fransient types
—Modes of transportation and area highway syslems
~Climate, including seasonal westher conditions
--Cuttural canditions such as equcational, recreational, and religfous characterishos
--Standards governing appointments to the police force
--Poficies of prosecuting officials, the couwts, correctional and parole/probation oficials
--Effactive strergdh of law ertforcement agencias :
--Altitude of the public toward reporting crime and participation in the prosecution of offenders
--The administrative and investigative efficiency of local law enforcarient

agsncies, including the degree of adherence to crime reporting standards
--Organization and ceoperation of adjcining and overiapping pofice jurisdictions

The primary goal of this program is to identify crime and related problems.  Statistics in this publication should nol be
used to measure or evaluate workloads and results of individual contributing departments. VWhile most police agengies
are collectively viewed as crime-fighting units, considerable iIndependent research shows only a smail portion of the
werkload of many depariments is spent fighting crime. Because of other assigned duties, the paculiar cycie of crime
and clearances, and different community factors that normally affect crime statistics, no conclusions regarding indi-
vidual departments should be made without consulting directly with the agency being analyzed.

Crimea rates in this publication are based on the residant population of the stete and its subdivisions as established and
published by the Nevada State Demographer. Poputation estimates are revised annually. Seasonal popuylation figures
are too inaccurate and fluctuate too rapidly to be used in determination of coime rates, Most Nevada communilies
experience rather wide seasonal population fluctuations due to the nature of the state's major indusiry - gaming/Aourism,
Accordingly, actual crime rates per thousand reported here may appear higher than might be expected for a community
of comparable size without substantial fluciuations. This should not deter police sdministrators from using the data for
planning and administrative purpeses. Local seascnal population data is availahle which can be wlllized for furlher
statistical refinements.

Additionally, readers are cauticned not to make divect comparisons between crime rates reported for Nevada commu-

Nities and those of communities of similar size in other stales without first carefully analyzing and applying locai moaditfy-
ing factors.

POTENTIAL USES OF UCR DATA

The Mewvada program is unique among similar state programs as it Is dedicated to doing more than just gathering
statistics, The program is dedicated 1o providing statistical support services to its contributors and in producing a variely
of reponts, or crime profiles, on ap as-needed basis. These crime profiles will set the stage for extensive use of the data
by police administrators and other criminal justice agencias.

Persons reading this raport may question, “How good are Uniform Crime Reports and how may they be used?" Intial
responses which come to mind may be limited, but as the information is examined more closely, many and varied yses
are discovered. Foremost is keeping the public informed as to the volume and nature of crime, that they may judge and
act accordingly. In actuality, UCR is a mult-faceted vehicle of many uses. Here are a few, but by no means all, as they
relate o different groups and agencies.

Thease are a few possible Uses, undouttedry many more exist. The larger the UCR dala base becomes, the clearer its
value will bacome. Since effective problem sohdng begins wilh problem ientification, UCR will continue to be meaning-
ful for years to come,

Nevada UCR believes the data provided here can serve as a catalyst for some depariments to esiablish modem record
systems for ihe first time. \With other egencies it may spur emplacement of neaded systém upgrades. This will enable
administratars at the chief and shenff levels 1o be able 1o take a renewed loak at their departments, polentially effecting
peneficial intermal operational changes. An awareness by subordinaie personnel that their reporis and arres! informa-
tion are being used, not just filed away, will result in betler and more comprehensive reporting. Finally, the periodic
release of crime information 1o the general public will keep the erime problem in its proper perspective.

REPORTING PROCEDURE

fn Nevada's Uniferm Crime Reporting Program, contributing law enforcement agencies are wholly responsible for
compiling their own crime reparls and submitiing them to the Uniform Crime Reporting Seaction of the Highway Patrol
in Carson City. The UCR Seclion, 1o mainiain data quality and uniformity, fumishes to the contributing agencies
continugus training and msiruction in Uniform Crime Reporting procedures. All copiribulors are also given data
submission guidelines, reporl forms and a Stale of Newada UCR Guide which outlines, in detail, procedures to score
and classify offenses. The guide illustrates and discusses the monthly and annual report forms and provides a
P.C.5.T. cedified {esson plan covering the eight crime index categories.

A cenlralized recond system is wital to the sound operation of any law enforcement agency. It i5 an essantial elemeant
for crime reponting. Trained UCR personnel at the state level assist contributors in following established reporting
procedures.

©On a monthly basis, law enforcement agencias (siate, county and municipal) report the number of offenses that become
known to them in the follewing crime categories:

In addition, 1he agencies submit the number of arrests recordsed, by sex and age, for twenty one other "Part 1" offenses,
Descriptions of these offenses are provided beginning on page 247,

Ancther facet of the UCR Program involves 1he collection of "hate crimes.” In 1890, the President of the United States
signed into law the "Hate Crime Statistics Act of 1990°. The data identifies crimes that manifest evidence of prejudice
based on race, religion, sexual orientation, ethnicity and physical or mental disabilities.

REPORTING PROCEDURE

Whenever complaints of crime are determined through investigation to be unfounded or false, they are subtracted from
the aclual count. Tha number of “sctual offenses known” in these crime categories is repofted to the Nevada UCR Unit
whether or not anyone |5 arrested for the crime; the stolen property is recovered; proseculion is undertaken; or any
other restrictive consideration is in effect.

HIERARCHY RULE

The expenence of law enforcement agencies handling WCR data shows thal, for the most part. offenses of law cocur
singly as opposed to many being committed simultaneously. In these single-offense situations, & musi be decided
whether the crime was ope of the index offenses, and if 5o, it is scored accordingly. However, if several offenses are
committed al the same time by a person or & group of persens, a diferent approach must e used In classifying and
scoring. As a general rule, 2 multiple-offense stuation requires classification of each of the offenses, and wentificatlon
of those which arg Part | crimes. The Part | offenses involved must ihen be located within their ranked list, which goes
from most 10 least prionty (this list is provided starting an page 245), The offense which is highest on the list is scored.
The other offenses involved in the incident are ignored. The Hierarchy Rule, which requires counting only the highest
vffense on the list and ignoring all others, applies only to crime-reporting and does nol afiect the number of charges for
which the defendant may be prosecuted in the cours,

VERIFICATION PROCEDURE

Data uniformity 8nd accuracy is of primary concern under 1his prn-bram. With coverage of approximately 35 reporting
jurisdictions within the State of Nevada, the problems with attaining uniformity are apparent. Issuance of instructions
and training of persennel within contributing agencies does not complete the role of the UCR Sechion. It is standard
operating procedure to examing gach incoming report for mathematical accuracy and completenass, and perhaps of
gven greater importance, for reasonableness as a possible indication of emar,

Ciearance factors, recovery rates and other elements are scrutinigzed and changes are suggested to the contributors
where needed. In the instance of minor mathematicat correclions, the contributing agency is ether conlacied by phone
or in-person visitations are made by qualified UCR pragram personnel.

The possibility of report duplication requires constani verification through intemal consistency checks. If duplication is
suspected, the contributing agency is immediately contacted and the matter is resolved in accordance with guidelines,
Conlinual analysis of reparts is maintained 1o assist contributors when needed and te maintain the quality necessary for
a factual and successful program. In addition, quality assurance staff visd contributars to cooperetively assist in neces-
sary revisions of records and reporting methods.

Regardless of the extent of the quality control process employed by the Uniform Crime Reporting Section, 1he accuracy
of the data assembled under this program depends on the sincere effort exeried by each contributor to meet the
necessary slandards of reporting. We are especially grateful to the UCR support slaff in each contributing agency for
their diligence and persistence, and their constant sitention to reporting policies and proceduras.

STATEMENT OF POLICY FOR RELEASE OF UCR STATISTICAL INFORMATION

The following policies provide guidance conceming the release of UCR statistical information. All informetion to be
released is approved by senlor slaff prior to being released.

1. Mevada UCR wiil generate annual and monthly reports, reflecting crime in the staie. These reporis
will be distributad without charge to the govemor, members of the legislature, the attomey general,
law enforcement agencies and any agency or commitiee dedicated 10 law enforcerment or
gAminal justice work, '

2, Putblished reparts will be released to the above named entities prior to being released to
individuals or agencies extraneous to the criminal justice community.

3 UCR =1atistical information concerming any individual agency will not be released to any entity or
agency, if the informatien has not previously been published, without the written consent of the
chief administrator of that agency. The Uniform Crime Reparting Section will maintain, for one
year, a copy of the information released along with the request and the authority of release.

A Infarmation contained in the published annual report may be released via telephone, leter, etc.,
to any interested party.

B. Al requests for unpublished information should be directed by letter to the Program
Supervisor, UCR Section. These special requests will be honored oniy with the written
consent of the agency whose statistics are requested.

C. Law enforcement agencles may receive interim, unpublished, specialized reporls germane to
1heir agency upon request,



ROFILE OF THE STATE OF NEVADA

Js profife is presented to provida some general knowladge and facts about the State of Navada. The
formation might assist users of this publication In understanding the environment in which reported ¢rime
cidence and arrest gata occurred.

NEVADA FACTS AND FIGURES

.Nevada is the seventh langest state in the United States, covering 110,540 square miles. The state's long westerm
srder is shared with California, 1he most populous siate in the union. On it's northem and gastern borders are the
ates of Oregon, idaho, Utah and Anzona, The state's longest distance from the northwest corner ta the southerm tip
approximately 600 miles. At the widest point it is nearly 350 miles,

Nevada consists of seventeen couniies, ranging in size from 153 square miles for the state capitol of Carson City
+ over 18,000 square miles for Nye County, ong of the largest counties in the United States,

-The geography of the siate consists of rugged desert and mountain terrain, with the highesl mountain peak
3purklary Peak in Esmerakda County) having an elevation of 13, 145 feei above sea lgvel and the lowest point on the

‘aloradc River having an elevation of 490 feal.

—Neyada has a four-season climate. with wide variations between its northern and southem latitudes. Low tempera-
ures in the north can go well below ZEFD in ihe winter months, while high ternperatures in the south can climb weil
wert ane hundred in the summer {degrees fahrenheit). li is the most arid state in the country, receiving an annual
werage of less than ten inches of precipitation.

_Of Nevada's total land area, 85.3% is controlied by the federal government, state and Iocal governments canlrol
4% and 1.6% falls under the jurisdiction of 22 American Indian reservations. Very |arge argas have been reserved by

he United States military, which has a significard presence.

—Nevada's population increased by over 54%, between 1980 and 1980 (from 800,508 to 1,236,130%, and by 44%
from 4990 to 1997 (1,236,130 to 1,776.830). The one-year gain from 1996 to 1997 was 5.4% (from 1,688,140 to
{,779,850). The staie has experienced the fastest rate of growth in 1he nation for the past several years. Due to these
iremendous long-lerm increases, several communiies have been hard-pressed 1o provide necessary infrastruciures.
This trend is expecied to continue, although possibly at a slightly lower rate. Despite this growth, Nevada remains
ane of the most sparsely pepulated states, with ahout 16 people per square mile. Fully 84% of the state's 1otal
population is located in the counties of Ciark (1,162,200) and Washoe (308 700},

—In 1997, the Navada Staie Damographer-University of Nevada, Reno, estimated the following population composk-
tion for Mevada: White, 87 8%; Hispanic, 11.6%; African Amenicans, 7.1%; Asian and Pacific Islanders, 3.3%,; Nalive
Amerlcan Indians, 1.8%; Youlh under age 19, 28.2%: Eery aged 55 and aver, 20.8%.

—Toursm and gaming are the stats's largest industries. The gaming industry generated monthiy average taxable
revenues of $632 million in 1997, Over 42 million persons visited in 1897, Of congem to Mevada is the rapid spread
of gaming ta other states and Indian reservations. The Las Vegas area has responded by expanding and building
huge "destination” er wheme” resorts, catering to a broader spectrum of interests.

_-A substantial engoing effori has been successfully underlaken to diversiy Nevada's economy, Hundreds of out-of-
siate firms hawve relocated to Mevada and thousands of new businesses have opened.

—Nevada is the jargest gold producer in the United States and ranks in ihe top ten in the word. The bulk of this
mining boom has occurred wilhin the past ten years and has primarily taken place in the rural northern part of the
state. One 1hird of Nevada's rural counties have experienced annual growth rates of 30% or more during this pericd.

The MNevada Crime Rate is based on lhe accurrence of an
index offense per 1.000 residents of the state. Municipal
and county rates are based on their individual populations.
The state crime rate for 1857 was 57.74 per 1,000. The
comparable rate for 1986 was 57.18. The state populatian
utilized was 1,779,850, the latest available cstimate for
1987 from the State Demaographer, Burean of Business
and Economic Aesearch, University of Nevada.

ARRESTS - DRUG AND LIQUOR VIOLATIONS

Due to the nature of the viclations, along with exceptional interest and concemn by public officials and citizens of
Mevada, a special review is provided for drug and alcohol-related arrests. Tables on the following three pages display
the number and age of people arrested in 1937 Nevada Highway Patrol numbers are provided separatsly.

The infarmation provided here should be of intergst 10 sacial agencies involved in the study of drugs and alcohal
problems in Nevada. The information pinpoints the predominant drug and liquor amests in Nevada by age and identi-
fies potantial problem areas.

Newvada drug arrests for all agenciss totalled 11,841 DUI arrests for all agencies totalled 11,3203,

In Apnl, 1990, a federal mandate 10 cotlect and report hate/bias crimes was passed by Congress.

LInlike ather Uniform Crime Reporling data, which account for actual reported numbers of definite offenses. hate crime
reporling requires rather subjective opinions régarding sensitive issues. This requires various taw enforcament admin-
tstrators to develop and utilize viable and appropriate responsive policies.

Accurate data collection for hate crime requires proper tralning of enforcement parsonnel in incident recognition as well
as cooperation and desire of enfercement communities to repart these offenses without influence of special inlerest
groups, media and poliics.

Criteria for recognizing and reporing hate crimes have been prepared and distributed to ali law enforcement agencies
in Nevada. Enforcement perscennel training is periodically offered by the Nevada UCR Program and the Federal Bureay
of Investigation.

STOLEN AND RECOVERED PROPERTY VALUES

Supplementary reports relating to stelen and recavered propenty provide information on the estimated value of such
property. Investigating officers have {he obligation to assess the value of property stolen and recovered in =ach crime
index offense. Cfficers are guided by the foliowing instructions:

1. Use fair market value for items subject to depreciation

2. Use wholesale cost of goods stolen from retail establishments

3. Use victim's evaluation of non-depreciable tems

4. Lise cost of repiacement 10 victims for pew or almost new items

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ENFORCEMENT PERSONNEL EMPLCYMENT DATA

The Uniform Crme Reporting Program in Nevada complles inferration on enforcement personnel statewide. included
are the total number of swom and civilian support personnel with sach agency broken out by gender. Also provided in
this section are ratios of police to population,

A wide variety of factors unique to different jurisdictions affect the number of employees utilized by various law enforce-
ment agencies to enable them to fulfill their service requirements. Because of this, persons attempting to make com-
parisons of population/enforcement personnel ralios between agencles/jurisdictions should do 50 cautiously. The State
of Nevada, especially, with highly iransient and seasonal population varlations, has enforcement reguirements which
diffar from many other jurisdiclions.

Usage of the term "full-time swom", when referring to enforcement personnel, does not necessarily mean they are
engaged in what the public generally parceives as "reqular” police dulies, such as investigations, patrol, deterrence, ete.
The number of personnel available for "regular” duties is affected by regulatory, correctional, administrative and special
assgnments. Consideration of in-house duties and responsibilties should temper comparisons of agencies,

Swam Personnel

B During 1997, there were 2,508 full-lime sworm municipal personnel in Nevada,
providing 2.88 officers per 1,000 residents for urban population areas,

Bl There were 868 ful-time swom deputies employed by Nevada's 16 shenffs depart-
rments in 1997, and 371 troopers with the MNevada Highway Patrol, The ratio of
enforcement personnel for every 1,000 populzation in the nural areas was 1.65.

B Stalewide, there were 4,145 fulldime swomn law enforcement officers in 1997,
This represents an overall ratio of 233 officers per 1,000 Nevada residents.

B Maticnally in 1986, 1he latest full year of data available, the average number of
municipal officers per 1,000 inhabitants was 2 4. For suburban areas the number
was 2.3 and for rurals the figure was 2.8,

B Regionally, the highesl ratios of swom officers to population in 1998 were recorded
in the Nonheastern and Southern states, where there were 2.8 and 2.8 per 1,000
inhabitants respectively. The Western states had the lowest ratio of 1.8 per 1.000.

B The nation's |sw enforcement community owverall, in 1996, had an average of 2.4
fulktime swom persennégl for every 1,000 inhabitants.

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ASSAULTS ON LAW ENFORCEMENT PERSONNEL

Nevada UCR compiles detatled monthly data regarding the problem of assaufts on law enforcement personnel. The
following display more naticeahle points on this issue.

Facts - 1997 Assaults

There were a total of 352 assaults on law enforcement personnel in Nevada (321 in 1996).

The ratic of assaulls per 100 officers was 8.7 (8.1 in 1996),

The greatest number of officer assaults occurred while responding to domestic and other

disturbance calls--12¢ or 35.6% of the total (116-36.1% in 1996).

Most assaults on officers involved the use of hands, fisis, feet, etc., accounting
for 337 incidents or 93.1% (277-86.3% in 19846).

Perscnal injury to officers acourred in 62 (17.4%) of the 362 incidents, while 299
(82.6%) escaped injury.

13.0% or 47 of the assaults were aimed at officers who were alone, white 315
(B7.0%) involved assisted personne.

The time period during which the mast assaults eccurred was between 8:00 p.m.

and 12:00 midnight, with 98 incidents or 27.1%. Anolher 73 {20.2%} took place
between 12:00 midnight 2nd 4:00 a.m.

Law enforcement cleared 353 (97.5%) of all assaults on personna|.

Gf the 362 reported assaults on enforcement personnal, 272 (75.12%) were an
municipal police officers and 90 (24.9%) were on sheriffs deputies and highway
patrol troopars,

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CLASSIFICATION OF OFFENSES

Uniformity in reporting under the Nevads Uniform Crime Reporling System is based on the proper classification
of offenses reported 10 or known by the palice. The adoption of the National System of Uniform Crime Reparting
included the wilization of the offense classifications of that system. Law enfarcement in this State has made
accurate application of those classlfications in the reports submiited to the Nevads Uniform Crime Feporting
System. In view of the need for compatibility with the Natigna) System, “"offenses” under the program are not
distinguished by designation of “misdemeanors” “felonies® or violations of mumcipal ordinarices. The axplana-
lions of offense classifications may vary slightly from languags used by those familiar with Nevada State Law.
Howewver, the major categories of offense classification remain the same between the national and state level.

PART | OFFENSES

Gffense data consists of information 1hat has been extracled from repons of Part 1 crimes that have come 1o the
attention of Nevada Law Enforcement Agencies. In general Part | crimes are usyally reported to law enforca-
ment agencies. Part | cimes are comprised of the following offenses.

1. HOMICIDE

3¢. Oiher Dangerous Weapan - All robberies or attempted robberies when any other object or thing is
used as a weapon. {This includes clubs, bricks, jack handles, explosives, acid, etc )
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3d. Strong Amm-Hands, Fists, Fest, etc. - All robberies which include mugging and similar offenses
where o weapen is used, but strong armn tactics are empioyed ta deprive the victim of his
property. This is limited to hands, armns, fists, feet, etc. As in ammed robbery, all atternpts are
included.

ASSALULT
An assaiilt is an attempd or offer, with unlawful force or viclence, te do physical injury to another.

General Rule - All assaults will be classified in the fellowing categories excluding assaults with intent
to rob or rape.

4d. Hands, Fists, Feet, Elc. - Aggravated Assaults which are of an aggravated nalure when hands,
fists, feat, etc., are used. To be classiied as aggravated assault, the atlack must resuit in serious

injry,

BURGLARY

Breaking and Entering - Unlawiuf entry or alfempted forcible entry of any structure fo commit a felony
o larceny.

Nete: For Uniform Crime Reporting purpeses the terms “Burglary” and *Breaking and Entering” are
considered synenymous. All such offenses and atiempts are scored as burglary, Breaking and
Entering of a motor vehicle is classified as a larceny for Uniform Crime Reporting purposes.

General Rule - This classification incluges the theft or atlempted thefl of 2 motor vehicle which, for
Uniform Crime Reporting designation, is described as a seli- propalled wehicla that runs on the
surface of the land and not on rails, Excludes reported offenses where ther= is a lawful access o
the vehicle, such as a family situgtion or unauthorized use by others with lawful access to the
vehicke {chauffeur, employees, elc.) Includes “Joy Riding.” Excludad from this category are
airplanes, boats, farm equipment and heavy consiruction vehicles, which are scored in the larceny

categery.

The wilffef or malicious burning fo defraud, @ dwelling frouse, church, college, jail, meeling house,

PART Il OFFENSES

The Part 1l offenses encompass all ather crime classifications outside of those defined as Part | offenses. In
Movember 1832, the national UCR Frogram adopted a Standard Classification of Offenses for the compilation of
criminal statistics. This classification was devised and adepled in order that law enforcement, judicial, and penal
statistics might be uniformly compiled in terms of a single classfication of effenses. The definitions of ihe Par
H offenses that follow include some of the offense {itles descrbed In NRS and in county or municipal code,
These titles have been included as descriptive dala to aid in determining the offenses that are incluyded or
excluded from each classHication.

The Uniform Crime Reporting Program provides data for police execulives fp measure local problems, To facilitale this
function, focal data must be converted info terms of rates and percentages. Simple formulas are displayed here which
may assisf in these computations.

CRIME RATES

One of the most meaningful crime statistics 15 the crime rate, This is the number of Part | offenses per 1,000 inhabit-
ants. This rate can be calculaled for any cily, 1own or county,

Ta compute crime rates, divide the community population by 1,000 and divide the number of offenses in each class by
that number, The answer is the number of offenses per 1,000 population and is the crime rate for that particular
pffense.

Example:
a. Population - 75,000
b. Mumber of burglaries - 215
Divide: 75,000 by 1,000 = 75.0
Civide: 215 by 75.0=2.87
The crime rate for burglary 15 2.87 per 1,000 inhabitanis.

CLEARANCE RATES

The percentage of crimes cleared is oktained by driding the number of offenses cleared by the number of offenses
known. This answer is then muttiplied by 100,

Example:
a. Number of clearances in robbery - 38
b. Numbsr of total robberies - 72
Divide; 38 by 72 = 0.528
Muttiply, 0.528 by 100 =528
The clearance rate for robbery is 52 8%.

CRIME TREND DATA

Local agencias can compute crime trends for a given offensa for their individual agency for a particular pericd of time.

Your trend in aute theft is a 38.0% increase for the last six months of this year compared to the |25t six months
of last year.

POLICE EMPLOYEE DATA

Police employee rates are expressed as the number of employees per 1,000 population. To compute ihis rate, divide
ihe population by 1,000 and divide the number of enforcement employees by this number.
