1.  The Repository for Information Concerning Orders for Protection is hereby created within the Central 
Repository. 

2.  Except as otherwise provided in subsection 10, the Repository for Information Concerning Orders for 
Protection must contain a complete and systematic record of all: 

(a) Temporary and extended orders for protection against domestic violence issued or registered in the 
State of Nevada and all Canadian domestic-violence protection orders registered in the State of Nevada, 
including, without limitation, any information received pursuant to NRS 33.095; 
 
(b) Temporary and extended orders for protection against stalking, aggravated stalking or harassment 
issued in this State pursuant to NRS 200.599; and 
 
(c) Temporary and extended orders for protection against a person alleged to have committed the crime of 
sexual assault issued in this State pursuant to NRS 200.37835. 

3.  The records contained in the Repository for Information Concerning Orders for Protection must be kept 
in accordance with the regulations adopted by the Director of the Department. 

4.  Information received by the Central Repository pursuant to NRS 33.095, 200.37835 and 200.599 must 
be entered in the Repository for Information Concerning Orders for Protection. 

5.  The information in the Repository for Information Concerning Orders for Protection must be accessible 
by computer at all times to each agency of criminal justice. 

6.  The Repository for Information Concerning Orders for Protection shall retain all records of an expired 
temporary or extended order for protection unless such an order is sealed by a court of competent 
jurisdiction.

7.  The existence of a record of an expired temporary or extended order for protection in the Repository for 
Information Concerning Orders for Protection does not prohibit a person from obtaining a firearm or a permit 
to carry a concealed firearm unless such conduct violates: 

(a) A court order; or 
 
(b) Any provision of federal or state law. 

8.  On or before July 1 of each year, the Director of the Department shall submit to the Director of the 
Legislative Counsel Bureau a written report concerning all temporary and extended orders for protection 
issued pursuant to NRS 33.020, 200.378 and 200.591 during the previous calendar year that were 
transmitted to the Repository for Information Concerning Orders for Protection. The report must include, 
without limitation, information for each court that issues temporary or extended orders for protection 
pursuant to NRS 33.020, 200.378 and 200.591, respectively, concerning: 

(a) The total number of temporary and extended orders that were granted by the court during the calendar 
year to which the report pertains; 
 
(b) The number of temporary and extended orders that were granted to women; 
 
(c) The number of temporary and extended orders that were granted to men; 
 
(d) The number of temporary and extended orders that were vacated or expired; 
 
(e) The number of temporary orders that included a grant of temporary custody of a minor child; and 
 
(f) The number of temporary and extended orders that were served on the adverse party. 

9.  The information provided pursuant to subsection 8 must include only aggregate information for 
statistical purposes and must exclude any identifying information relating to a particular person. 

10.  The Repository for Information Concerning Orders for Protection must not contain any information 
concerning an event that occurred before October 1, 1998.

Definitions 

The following report will describe and summarize temporary and extended protection orders issued in the 
State of Nevada. These reports are broken down to show which orders were granted to men and to women. 
Also included is a listing of those orders that included custody of a minor child and available historic data. 

The information contained in this report was gathered using a different methodology than in previous years.  
Previously the data presented was an aggregate of all protection orders issued including all modifications 
they may have undergone.  However, the new methodology aggregates the total number of Temporary 
Protection Orders and Extended Protection Orders issued per person.  This results in a much lower figure 
than reported in previous years.  For reference, the new methodology has been used to supply historical 
data from 2010 through 2013 for comparison. 

 

 Temporary Protection Order:  Can be granted within 24 hours of receiving the application and in 
effect up to 30 days or until scheduled court hearing. 
 

 Extended Protection Order: Awarded only after a hearing before a judge and in effect for up to one 
year. 
 

 Expired Order: A Temporary Protection Order or Extended Protection Order that has reached the 
expiration date and was not extended further. 
 

 Vacated Order: A Temporary Protection Order or Extended Protection Order that was cancelled or 
dissolved prior to the expiration date. 

 

Any of the above orders can also include a grant of temporary custody of a minor child. 

Note that on the graphs you will see gender described as male, female, and unknown. Unknown includes 
those who entered unknown on the application, or those that did not complete the gender portion of the 
application.

Effective July 1, 2019, Aging and 
Disability Services Division received legislative authority to receive and investigate reports of abuse, 
neglect, exploitation, isolation or abandonment for vulnerable persons, age 18-59, in addition to persons 60 
years and older, collectively referred to as vulnerable adults. Adult Protective Services serves all of Nevada. 

Substantiated and unsubstantiated incidents reported are considered. These figures are published exactly 
as Aging and Disabilities Services Division presents them to the Department of Public Safety. 

Note: Totals in the various categories may not match because of the variations of number of alleged 
offenders for each victim and the possibility that one victim could have sustained multiple types of 
maltreatment.

      2.  The Repository for Information Concerning Crimes Against Older Persons or Vulnerable Persons 
must contain a complete and systematic record of all reports of the abuse, neglect, exploitation, isolation or 
abandonment of older persons or vulnerable persons in this State. The record must be prepared in a 
manner approved by the Director of the Department and must include, without limitation, the following 
information: 

      (a) All incidents that are reported to state and local law enforcement agencies and the Aging and 
Disability Services Division of the Department of Health and Human Services. 

      (b) All cases that were investigated and the type of such cases. 

      3.  On or before July 1 of each year, the Director of the Department shall prepare and submit a report 
to the Director of the Legislative Counsel Bureau for transmittal to the Legislature that sets forth statistical 
data on the abuse, neglect, exploitation, isolation or abandonment of older persons or vulnerable persons. 

      4.  The data and findings generated pursuant to this section must not contain information that may 
reveal the identity of an individual victim or a person accused of the abuse, neglect, exploitation, isolation or 
abandonment of older persons or vulnerable persons. 

      5.  As used in this section: 

      (a) “Abandonment” has the meaning ascribed to it in NRS 200.5092. 

      (b) “Abuse” has the meaning ascribed to it in NRS 200.5092. 

      (c) “Exploitation” has the meaning ascribed to it in NRS 200.5092. 

      (d) “Isolation” has the meaning ascribed to it in NRS 200.5092. 

      (e) “Neglect” has the meaning ascribed to it in NRS 200.5092. 

      (f) “Older person” means a person who is 60 years of age or older. 

      (g) “Vulnerable person” has the meaning ascribed to it in NRS 200.5092.
