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Good morning.
The time is 10:30 AM on Thursday, August 1st, 2024 and I want to call this hearing to order.
Welcome to the Department of Public Safety's Records, Communications and Compliance Divisions meeting, regarding a Notice of Intent to Act Upon a Regulation but LCB file numbers R068-24 relating to concealed firearms and R069-24 which relates to emergency contact information.
My name is Erica Souza-Llamas and I am the Division Administrator for the Division.
I'd like to remind the audience of this hearing can be viewed on live stream through Microsoft Teams and is being recorded and we asked that virtual participants or those on the phone to mute themselves when they're not providing public comment and remember to unmute yourself when providing public comment.
There is a sign in sheet for those attending in person, so please make sure you signed in regardless of whether you intend to make public comment or not.
We'll move on to agenda item number 2 public comment.
I'll take public comment on both regulation amendments listed on the agenda because of time considerations each person offering public comment will be limited to two minutes.
Please state and spell your first and last name and state the name of your entity or organization, if any, for the record.
Is there anybody here in the room that would like to provide any public comment?
I see none.
Is there anybody on teams who would like to make any public comment?
Alright, see, none.
Is there anybody on the phone that would like to make public comment?
I don't think anybody's called in.
Are there any written comments in the chat section?
None, okay. 
We’ll now open the hearing for the regulations on agenda item number 3, the Notice of Intent to Act Upon a Regulation.
Members of the public can find the draft regulations in a number of places, including on our public website at www.rccd.nv.gov and by clicking the resources tab, then clicking on resources again, you'll find meeting information towards the top of the page, and then click on 2023-2024 Notice to Act Upon a Regulation, there are also printed copies of material in the back of the room if you're attending this meeting in person.
I'm going to start with Nevada Administrative Code Chapter 202 pertaining to concealed weapons, existing laws set forth requirements for person to obtain a concealed firearm, and to renew such a permit.
Existing law also provides that an application for permit to carry a concealed firearm for the renewal of a permit be on a form prescribed by regulation by the Department of Public Safety.
The existing regulations set forth separate application forms for the issuance and renewal of permit.
Section 1 of this regulation provides for some clean-up as a result of the amendments, Section 2 combines the separate applications into a single application form.
Section 2 also revises the application for a permit to carry a concealed firearm to conform to existing law.
These revisions eliminate obsolete language relating to the number of and types of firearms to which permit applies carrying a concealed firearm, certain buildings and the expiration of a permit to carry.
Section 2 further amends the application form to require the Sheriff conducting an investigation for the issuance or renewal of a permit to determine if the applicant meets the applicable requirements of existing law and includes revised and added questions.
RCCD has determined that an additional amendment needs to be made, but that is not reflected in today's meeting material.
The top of page 8 of the draft regulation contains language that requires the applicant of an initial or renewed permit, provide the intended concealed firearms, make and model information, and includes a limit to two handguns.
Existing law does not require that this information be collected from the applicant, so therefore the section requesting the make and model of the intended concealed firearms and the two-handgun limit will be removed to conform to existing law.
I will now read through the proposed regulatory amendments to NAC, Chapter 202.
Section 1.
NAC 202.010 is hereby amended to read as follows.
As used in NAC 202.020, unless the context otherwise requires concealed firearm, has the meaning ascribed to it and subsection one of NRS 202.3653 permit has the meaning ascribed to it Section 3 of NRS 202.3653.
Section 2 NAC 202.020 is hereby amended to read as follows.
In addition to the requirements of subsection 2, the application form for the issuance or renewal of a permit to carry a concealed firearm must contain the following sections, which must be in substantially the following form.
General Information
The Sheriff shall issue or renew a permit to carry a concealed firearm to any person who is qualified to possess a firearm under State and Federal law.
The permittee shall carry the permit together with the proper identification whenever the permittee is an actual possession of a concealed firearm. Both the permit and proper identification must be presented to a peace officer upon request.
Information pertaining to locations where a permittee shall not carry is being repealed as this is set forth in NRS 202.3673. The language goes on to say unless suspended or revoked by the Sheriff a permit expires five years after the date on which the permit was issued or renewed. This has changed to conform to State statute on how long the permit is good for.
A permittee shall notify the Sheriff who issued the permit in writing within 30 days of the permittees permanent address change, or if the permit is lost, stolen or destroyed.
So a majority of this next section is being removed because the eligibility is set forth in statute under NRS 202.3657 amended language now says Sheriff shall conduct the investigation of an applicant pursuant to NRS 202.366 to determine if the applicant is eligible for permit pursuant to NRS 202.3657 or the renewal of a permit pursuant to NRS 202.3677 as applicable.
The next section provides for applicant information that should be included on the Sheriff's applications.
Information regarding the applicant will include last name, first name, middle name,
any alias used or former name, current resident address, city, zip, any previous addresses for the past five years and it goes on to list several address lines to list those and it says if different from resident address, mailing address, city, zip, residence, telephone number, date of birth, place of birth, citizenship, social security number, race, sex, height, weight, hair color, eye color, driver's license number, or identification card number, and issuing state, occupation, employer's name, employers address, city, zip, employers telephone number.
So this next section on page 8 that requires the firearm model and caliber will be removed as previously stated as existing law does not require information be collected from the applicants. This was initially overlooked in the first draft amendment and it will be removed.
Further down the application, the application lists eligibility questions and adds questions and renumbers existing questions.
Following questions are to be answered either yes or no.
Are there currently any outstanding warrants for your arrest 
#2 Have you been judicially declared incompetent or insane 
#3 During the five years immediately preceding the date of this application that you've been voluntarily or involuntarily committed to a mental health facility
 #4 During the five years immediately preceding the date of this application, have you been convicted of driving under the influence of alcohol or controlled substance #5 During the five years immediately preceding the date of this application, has a court ordered you to enter a program for the treatment of alcohol or drug abuse 
#6 during the three years immediately preceding the date of this application,
have you been charged with or convicted of a crime involving the use or threatened use of force or violence?
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 #7 goes on to say or ask.
Have you ever been convicted of a felony?
#8 Have you ever been convicted of a crime involving domestic violence or stalking #9 Are you currently subject to a restraining order, injunction, or other order for protection against domestic violence?
Question 10 was added and states are you currently subject to an emergency or extended order protection against high risk behavior 
#11 Are you currently on parole or probation 
#12 During the five years immediately preceding the date of this application
have you been subject to any requirements imposed by a court as a condition to the courts withholding the entry of judgment or suspension of a sentence for conviction of a felony?
Questions 13,14, and 15 were all added, these are new questions to the application.
#13 Asks have you ever made a false statement on any application for the issuance or renewal of a permit to carry a concealed firearm?
#14 If you are under 21 years of age, have you ever been discharged or released from service in the Armed Forces of the United States, a reserve component thereof, or the National Guard under conditions other than honorable conditions?
 #15 During the year immediately preceding the date of this application, have you consumed cannabis?
It goes on to state, if you answered yes to any of the above questions, attach to your application, a written statement explaining in detail the circumstances of the incident. When the application contains the certification, they declare under penalty of perjury the foregoing application is true and correct.
Lists executed on like date like signature subscribed and sworn to me this blank day of blank month blank year and it's got a line for notary public or Employee of the Sheriff, signature. 
The application form for the issuance or renewal of permit to carry a concealed firearm must contain a section entitled “Instructions” that advises the applicant:
As to the nonrefundable fees that must be submitted.
As to the method by which payment of fees must be made.
That a complete set of the applicants fingerprints taken by the Sheriff or an agent thereof must accompany the application for the issuance or renewal of permit to carry a concealed firearm.
That a front-view colored photograph of the applicant taken by the Sheriff or the agent must accompany the application for an initial permit to carry a concealed firearm.
That a certificate or other document that certifies that the applicant has successfully completed a course and firearm safety must accompany the application for an initial permit to carry a concealed firearm.
Or demonstrates continued competence with the firearms through successful completion of a course, prescribed by the Sheriff must accompany the application for the renewal of a permit to carry a concealed firearm and any other information required to process the application.
Section 3 of this amendment states NAC 202.030 and 202.040 are hereby repealed.
Those are being repealed because this regulatory amendment combines the applications for an initial permit and a renewal.
Next, under agenda item number 3, I'll go over Nevada Administrative Code
Chapter 707.100
Existing law requires a provider of wireless telecommunications to provide, upon request to the law enforcement agency the most accurate, readily available call location information of a telecommunications device to assist a law enforcement agency in responding to a call for emergency services or an emergency situation involving the immediate risk of death or serious physical harm. Existing law also requires a provider to submit its emergency contact information to the Department of Public Safety annually and as soon as practicable following any change in emergency contact information.
The existing regulations provide that the Department will develop a form for the submission of emergency contact information by a provider and the Communications Bureau within RCCD will provide the form to all providers.
This regulation amendment repeals NAC 707.100 in its entirety because existing law continues to require a provider to submit its emergency contact information to the Department annually and as soon as practicable following any change and emergency contact information. The Communications Bureau is receiving this information today in various formats from the telecommunications providers and will continue to do so absent regulations pursuant to State law.
I will read the proposed repealed language and NAC 707.100.
707.100  The submission of emergency contact information forms, contacts, authorized, use, maintenance, and availability of information.
The Department will develop a form for a provider to submit the providers emergency contact information to the Division. At a minimum the form must set forth the provisions within NRS 707.600 to 707.650 inclusive and require, without limitation, the name of the provider, the name and telephone number of a representative of the provider who can be reached 24 hours a day, seven days a week, and the date that the form was prepared by the provider. The Communications Bureau of the Division will provide the form developed pursuant to subsection 1 to all providers.
A provider shall submit to the Division it’s emergency contact information on the form developed by the Department pursuant to subsection 1 to assist a law enforcement agency in responding to a call for emergency services or in an emergency situation that involves the immediate risk of death or serious physical harm.
All emergency contact information received by the Division from providers pursuant to subsection 3 will be maintained in a database designated by the Communications Bureau Division.
The Division will ensure that the emergency contact information received pursuant to subsection 3 is used solely to assist a law enforcement agency in responding to a call for emergency services or in an emergency situation that involves the immediate risk of death or serious physical harm.
The Division will inform law enforcement agencies through the terminal agency coordinators, that an agency can contact the Communications Bureau of the Division for the emergency contact information of a provider.
On a monthly basis the Division will compare the names of the providers in its database to the Commission’s list of all providers who are active in the State to ensure the availability of the emergency contact information for those active providers.
As used in this section “Department” means Department of Public Safety “Division” means the Records, Communications and Compliance Division of the Department.
“Provider” has a meeting, has the right to provider of wireless telecommunications and NRS 707.620. “Terminal Agency Coordinator” means the point of contact at a law enforcement agency in this State for matters relating to access to the Nevada Criminal Justice Information System and systems managed by the Criminal Justice Information Service Division of the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
With that, I'm going to go to agenda item number 4 and open our second public comment period, I'll take public comment on both regulation amendments listed on the agenda because of time considerations, each person offering public comment will be limited to two minutes.
